Operation Fake Star

An initiative targeting counterfeit goods infringing well-known brands. It is led by Spain (Policia Nacional)
and co-led by Greece (Hellenic Police), under the coordination of Europol, along with the active participation
of agencies and authorities from 18 countries. Results of the operation:

8 million counterfeit luxury and sporting goods

Goods included fake textiles, footwear, labels, leather goods and clothing accessories,
including sports footwear and clothing

552,611 | 1,140,343 | 5,497,460

footwear items pieces of sportswear fake labels with logos

The operation led to the arrest of 264 people in connection with the counterfeits
